Schedule and Fees for 2011-2012 Season


I.  LOCATION AND SCHEDULE
· Pride of Alexandria will bowl at AMF Annandale lanes beginning Wednesday, September 7, 2011 and continuing for 32 weeks through Wednesday, April 25, 2012.
· Bowling will begin at 8:00 p.m. each Wednesday that Pride of Alexandria bowls.  Practice will begin at 7:50 p.m.
· Pride of Alexandria will not bowl on November 23 or December 28, 2011.
II. WEEKLY FEES

I. League FundRaisers

A. During week 1, Pride of Alexandria (Pride) shall permit the Capital Halloween Invitational Tournament (CHIT) committee to sponsor a raffle, the proceeds of which belong to CHIT. Should CHIT decline the offer, the officers reserve the right to approach and engage another organization. If no organization accepts the offer, a raffle will not take place.

B. Beginning with week 2, Pride will run two fundraisers: brackets and raffles. Rules governing the fundraisers are given below.

C. The Vice President (or another officer/designated official in his/her absence) is responsible for both fundraisers.

D. Throughout the season, an organization approved by the officers may sell Pride’s raffle tickets for any number of weeks. Pride will pay the organization 10% of the total raffle sales collected that night.

E. Proceeds from the fundraisers shall supplement the prize fund, banquet, league- sponsored events, and administrative costs.
II. Raffles

	Start and End
	League raffles will start on week 2 and end on week 32.

	Sales
	Officer approved organizations (e.g., CHIT and CARA) will provide volunteers each week to sell the league’s raffle tickets.

If the expected organization’s volunteers do not show, the officers have the option of allowing another officer-approved organization to sell, requesting volunteers from the league, or canceling ticket sales for the night.

	Tickets
	Tickets will be sold as follows:

· $1.00 each,

· Three tickets for $2.00, and

· Fifteen tickets for $5.00.

	Drawing
	The Vice President or responsible league officer will:

· Ensure that an impartial third party draws the ticket(s), and

· Verify the winning ticket.

	Winner
	There will be two winning tickets each night.

· The first ticket drawn will be for 40% of sales for the night.

· The second will be for lucky strike. To win the, the lucky ticket-holder must throw a strike. If a strike is not hit, the ticket-holder will receive $1 per pin, and the remainder of the pot from the night will be carried over to the next week. The lucky strike pot will continue to accumulate each week until a strike is thrown.

· The league officers can replace the lucky strike drawing with a second 50/50 worth 40% of the pot provided that there is NO carry-over of lucky strike from previous weeks, and the change is announced before league sales for the week.

· If the lucky strike is not hit on the last night of the season, additional tickets will be drawn until a strike is thrown. The lucky strike pot does not carry-over after the last night of league.

	Distribution of proceeds
	Proceeds will be divided as follows:

· 40% to the 50/50 winning ticket holder

· 40% to the holder of the lucky strike ticket who bowls a strike (if no strike, the winning ticket-holder receives $1 for each pin knocked down; the remaining funds carry over and are added to the next week’s proceeds)

· 10% to the league

· 10% to the organization providing the ticket-sellers.

· Note: if the dollar amount to be paid out is odd, the Treasurer will round payouts to the nearest dollar amount.


III. Brackets

	Start and End
	Brackets will start on week 2 and end on week 32.

	Set up
	“Brackets” is a single game elimination competition.

The Vice President (or his appointed representative) will be responsible for:

· Setting up brackets each week,

· Dispensing monies to the winners, and turning over proceeds to the Pride Treasurer

	Cost
	The bowler pays $5 per sheet, and puts his/her name in one of eight spaces on the top of the sheet. 

	Rules
	After the sheet fills, the eight bowlers will be randomly paired in competition.

At the end of each game, bowlers report their scores (if handicap brackets, the bowler INCLUDES their handicap with their score.)

The winner of the first match advances and competes against the winner of another bracket pairing.

If tied, both bowlers advance, and there is a three-way competition in the next game.

By game three (barring ties in the second game), the competition narrows to two bowlers.

	Winner
	The winner of game three wins $25, and the runner-up receives $10.

In the event of a tie in the final game, the money is divided evenly.

	Distribution of proceeds
	The chance of winning is 1 in 4. Bowlers can enter multiple sheets at $5 per entry. Full sheets gross $40 of which $35 is paid in prizes. The remaining $5 is league proceeds.
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
